	Grown in the deep soils of the Pfalz region, it has very stony aroma, purity and clarity to its ripe, but stony fruit flavors of grapefruit and pineapple, good length, and a lingering finish. Very refreshing and spritzy. One of the top dry Rieslings from Germany. Enjoy as an aperitif or with light seafood and shellfish.
	Coming from the Rheingau region, it provides rich Riesling aroma followed by mineral grapefruit and pineapple. Great balance between fruit aroma and juicy minerality on the palate.
This wine is very versatile and can serve as a racy aperitif, or with light meals of seafood, poultry as well as creamy pasta.
	Grown on unique, iron rich soil of red slate and red loess along the Rhine river, the aroma of this wine is dominated by peach and apricot fruit, while the mid palate shows mineral flavors and leads up to a dry but juicy finish. Most versatile as a sipping wine or with many light to medium strong flavored dishes.
	Grown in the cool Saar valley of the Mosel-Saar-Ruwer appellation, the Balduin von Hövel Riesling shows juicy pear fruit, good purity and depth. Very stony and fresh.
Most versatile as a sipping wine or with salads and lightly spicy dishes, creamy pasta dishes and sautéed seafood.
