Founded in 1177 by Cistercian monks, Mönchhof estate (monks house) was acquired by the Eymael family in 1804 from Napoleon. Today Robert Eymael leads the estate recognized for its high quality from the entry level Estate Riesling to the finest single vineyard wines.

Wine:
The wine is named after the Astor branch of the Eymael family, in honor of Franziska Astor, who was the great-grandmother of Robert Eymael, who owns the estate today. The Astor family including Johann-Jacob Astor lived in the small village of Walldorf. His grandson William opened the Waldorf-Astoria-Hotel in NYC. 
Tasing note:
Grown on various types of slate in the top vineyard site of the Ürziger Würzgarten, the wine displays spicy peach elements, with beautiful elegance in the fruity attack and rich minerality on the palate; packed full of flavor yet light and refreshing. A picture-book Riesling.
Food affinity:
Great to enjoy on its own, with light dishes such as salads and with lightly spicy dishes or fusion cuisine.
