Parker awards the estate with 3 stars.
Tasting note:
Delicious orange, raspberry and strawberry impress on the nose of this Riesling. Fine peach aroma shows through the ripe orange-strawberry. Finishing with refreshing fine citrus mingled with the spicy mineral flavors of the slate soil. Absolutely delicious.
Food affinity:
A great aromatic wine suitable as an aperitif and as a wonderful companion to most light flavored dishes such as seafood, salads and light pasta.
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
