Started around 1900, the estate holds some of the best and  steepest vineyard sites on the Middle Mosel with grades up to 70%. The estate was highly regarded until its decline in postwar Germany. With wine maker Thomas Haag starting in 1992 the estate quickly shot up to the top of Germany’s wineries and is considered among the top 100 estates. Back to it’s best!
Tasting note:
Overall, the 2003 vintage provided an incredible purity of fruit at this estate and with the acidity lower than usual the balance to fruit and body is perfect. Pungent floral aromas shaded with cassis, grapefruit, pear and petrol. A stony, broad mouthful of wine. Textural, balanced and long with lingering peach and red fruits on the finish.
