Dr. Robert Weil, who was a Professor of German at the Sorbonne was forced to leave Paris because of the Franco-Prussian War (1870/1871).  In 1875, after he had joined his brother August in the Rheingau, he bought the estate manor from the heirs of Sir John Sutton, an English baronet who had settled in Kiedrich and founded the Robert Weil winery with small vineyard holdings.
Since the early 1990s, the estate is managed by Wilhelm Weil, who’s strives for the highest quality possible and received the honor of ‘Wine Maker of the year’ in 1997 by Gault Millau Wine Guide.
Tastingnote:
Silky, rich and packed with flavor, this glides across the palate, unfurling its apricot, honey and lemon notes gracefully. It's backed by a vibrant structure and coasts effortlessly to a lingering finish. Drink now through 2015.
