In 1890 Carl Gunderloch founded the estate by investing into the best vineyard sites of the “Rote Hang” area (“red slope area”) in the Rheinhessen appellation. 
Over the past decade, the 5th generation, Fritz and Agnes Hasselbach, have elevated the estate to world class earning 3 times a perfect 100 point score for the TBA dessertwines of 1992, 1996 and 2001.

Tastingnote:
The Nackenheim Rothenberg GKA (Gold Kapsule Auslese) is pure, nervy, and intense - now we are beginning to move up to top class. This wine is 10.5% alcohol (compared to 7.5% for the regular Auslese), but everything is in fine balance. All it needs is time to mature. Harvested at 149º Oechsle.
