Count Adelmann took the estate over in 1978 and balances innovation for the improvement of wine quality with the long traditions of wine making in the family. Adelmann estate is one of the most thought after red wine producing estates in Germany, while also growing beautiful Pinot Gris and Muscat.
Tasting note:
Fresh and minerally, beautiful balance of fruit and acidity. This Pinot Gris (Grauer Burgunder in German) shows rich creamy texture balanced with pronounced acidity for a Pinot Gris, which provides an exciting freshness. Very pleasing mid palate density. Enjoy on its own or with food, including red meats, over the next 6-10+ years. A great value Pinot Gris.
