With history going back to Roman settlers and making wine in the area for over 250 years, Pfeffingen estate started 1931 and has received 20 State Honor Prizes and therefore is one of the most highly rated estates in all of Germany. Female winemaker Doris Eymael, supported by her son oenologist Jan Eymael, achieve high quality every year and Robert Parker rates the estate 4 stars or “excellent”.
Vineyard:
The Herrenberg vineyard in the town of Ungstein is a loess and sand vineyard with good water supply providing depth and earthiness to the wine.

Tastingnote:
Beautifully elegant aroma, great rich fruit, lingering on the palate, then racing to a crisp refreshing finish of fresh but not tart citrus.  Awesome balance.
Food Affinity:
Most enjoyable by itself or with rich and spicy dishes of fusion or far eastern cuisine or dishes with some sweetness like reduction sauces or tempura preparation.
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
