Von Buhl estate started producing top class wines in 1849. It was a von Buhl wine that was served to toast the opening of the Suez Canal. Today, internationally recognized von Buhl estate is one of the leading estates of the Pfalz region.
History:
This flagship wine of the estate is named after ARMAND Buhl (1837-1896), son of the founder Franz Peter Buhl, who established the world-wide reputation of Reichsrat von Buhl estate as a high quality winery. Under his leadership, distinguished awards have been achieved in national and international competitions. He was also well-known for his political and social engagement as Vice President of the German Reichstag and leading member of the German Wine Grower Association. Otto von Bismarck called him one of his closest political friends.

Tasting note:
ARMAND is a blend of 100% Riesling Grapes from the best vineyards in the Mittelhaardt area. This elegant Riesling is characterized by good structure, a racy acidity and fine fruit. The wine shows an intense minerality with a very long finish.
