Estate:
In 1890 Carl Gunderloch founded the estate by investing into the best vineyard sites of the “Rote Hang” area (“red slope area”) in the Rheinhessen appellation.  Over the past decade, the 5th generation, Fritz and Agnes Hasselbach, have elevated the estate to world class earning 3 times a perfect 100 point score for the TBA dessertwines of 1992, 1996 and 2001.

Tastingnote:
Gunderloch's Nackenheim Rothenberg, is a Grosses Gewächs wine, from the Grand Cru site Rothenberg in in a dry style, while from highly ripe selected grapes. The wine is perfumed and floral in the nose with honeysuckle overtones. In the mouth, it shows concentration and is elegant and deep with dark and yellow plum fruit. Rich yet racy with enormous depth. 
Food affinity:
A mineral focused wine with intense stoney elements. Great for flavorful seafood and poultry. 
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
