Some of the holdings of this estate go back to the original Sebastian Alois Prüm (1794 - 1871) estate, that was later divided into 7 properties (J.J.Prüm is among those).
Dr. F. Weins-Prüm married the heiress of one of the parts and their daughter Marianne married Mr. Selbach. Today their son, Bert Selbach shows his ability to make world class wines as a one man operation.
3000 case total production.
Tasing note:
Bert Selbach's Riesling halbtrocken (medium-dry) shows white pepper aromas, a juicy texture, and pear flavors. It is good either for sipping or with lighter dishes. A great drinker.

Great to enjoy on its own, but also great with light seafood and other lighter style dishes or olive oil based pasta.
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
