Gunderloch's Nackenheim Rothenberg, is a Grosses Gewächs wine: from highly ripe selected grapes from the Grand Cru vineyard Rothenberg and in a dry style. The wine is perfumed and floral in the nose with honeysuckle overtones. In the mouth, it shows concentration and is elegant and deep with dark and yellow plum fruit. Rich yet racy with enormous depth.
