Over the past decade, the 5th generation, Fritz and Agnes Hasselbach, have elevated the estate to world class earning 3 times a perfect 100 point score for the TBA dessertwines of 1992, 1996 and 2001.

Tastingnote:
Intense aromas and flavors of pineapple, apricot, and stone are exuberant and beautifully integrated with the silky texture and vibrant structure. There’s fine depth and a lingering intensity. You can almost smell a spring rain rising from the warm slate.
